It is expected that 
it will be able to add to the recom­
mendations of the previous com­
mittee. 

Policy 
Another valuable suggestion by 

the Grand Council was the appoint­
me:lt of a policy committee.

mittee to consider matters of policy. 
This committee has been active and 
will have something constructive to 
present at the Conclave Session.

Running 
lantern slide projectors and keeping 
their section informed as to the pa­
pers being presented in the other 
eight sections were their duties.

There were 
also students who Gcted as guides 
through the mboretum, art galleries, 
Burris Laboratory School, Teaching 
MateriGls Service, and swimming 
pool. 

In connection with the Academy 

meeting, the Junior ACGdemy, made 
up of high school science clubs, met 
at the local laboratory school.
